Hi-Fi+ Issues 54 & 55

We are very impressed with Roy Gregory’s thought-provoking foray into system foundations (by which he means cables, and system physical supports, i.e. “equipment racks”).  In part, Roy is addressing how to approach budgeting for a system, and in doing so he is giving us an entirely different vision of how this should be undertaken.  This foray began in Issue 54, and in Issue 55 it turned its attention to Nordost.  

Roy sees cabling and system supports as foundational—critical to the ultimate performance of the system built upon it.  Dollars turn out to be much like calories:  What worked for The Food Pyramid works for audio, too.  Draw the pyramid upright, and the foundation of good cabling and system supports receives a hefty allocation of resources.  Draw that same pyramid upside down, and just the tip represents expenditure on these critical aspects of the system – an all too common scenario.  Just as a pyramid is unstable standing on its point, the same could be said for a system built on an inadequate foundation of cables and supports.  We therefore applaud Roy’s “holistic” approach to building a system from the ground up.

Steve Dickinson then gives us a play-by-play look at replacing an existing cable system with Nordost’s newest member of the Norse line, Tyr, paired with Brahma power cables and the Thor Power Distribution System.  Stealing the spotlight is the Brahma power cable and its huge impact on upgrading the system as a whole.  Steve’s conclusion puts the old debate about front end-dominant systems in a new light:  “Front end first?  You betcha, but only if you go right to the very front.”
