Nottingham Analogue Studios

If you tire of the plethora of acrylic slabs that constitute many of today’s analog rigs, tune into what the house of Nottingham is doing.  Do so and you will connect with your LP collection like never before.  There is a tangible essence to Nottingham turntables that is hard to describe until you experience it first hand.  Every LP will be clamoring to be the next one played, and you will want to hear the last one played again!

The Nottingham Space 294 turntable/arm combo ($3999), with its massive 14-inch platter and 12” unipivot tonearm, is everything analog should be except overpriced.  It is a down-to-earth masterpiece – as impressive as it is simple, as simple as it is cleverly engineered.  It comes as no surprise to us that The Absolute Sound (January, 2008) awarded this table/arm combo “Analog Source of the Year”, and that it stands for all 2007 Product of the Year awards on the front cover.

We are ecstatic about the fine match-up of the Nottingham Space 294 turntable/arm combo with the Lyra Argoi moving coil cartridge ($1300).  Each is superb in its own right, but together they make a vinyl rig that will beckon you every time you enter the room.  You can spend more for vinyl replay (a lot more!), but an analog lover will be hard pressed to find greater satisfaction at any price than what this combo has to offer.  Audiophiles having or anticipating large LP collections would do well to put this setup at the top of their audition list. 

Soon we expect to have the Nottingham Interspace Junior turntable with the Ace-Interspace unipivot tonearm ($1999) up and running with the Lyra Dorian moving coil cartridge ($850).  Another amazing value-for-money offering for analog enthusiasts!
