At Heirloom Audio we are featuring the Core line, their best range of audio racks.  Reasonably priced, they offer an intelligent, resonance-controlling design with tons of usable space.  They are available in a variety of handsome real wood veneers, and in numerous configurations.  

A review of the Core rack system in The Inner Ear from 2006 provided some thoughtful perspective:  “In an industry that caters to all walks of life, from bargain hunters to snob audiophiles, the Core system stands as one of the unique components that may cover all markets, as it is affordable AND effective.”  And, “We consider the Core system’s price/performance ratio way out of proportion in favor of the end-user—and that is very rare in a market that often offers 10 percent improvement for 100 percent additional expenditure.”

Quicksilver Audio

Affordable masterpieces from tube maestro Mike Sanders have a happy new home in Denver!  Quicksilver Audio truly embodies the spirit of audio components destined to become family heirlooms!  Legendary for their longevity, Quicksilver amplifiers offer design simplicity, high quality parts and well-engineered construction, making them a fine investment for the future.  Somehow you just know that listening sessions 15 or 20 years from now will be every bit as rewarding as they are today.  

Quicksilver amps are rarely seen in audio reviews, as review samples are not made available.  The few reviews that have appeared over the years have praised the musicality of Quicksilver products and marveled at the value they represent.  

Perhaps the most recent review was Sam Tellig’s in Stereophile (Nov, 2007), who bought himself a pair of SET Mono amps (to add to his SET collection, probably!).  We have the SETs in house, along with the stunning Full Function Preamp, and we are having a ball making music with these and our 100dB-sensitive Aspara horn speakers.  Only 9 watts per channel on tap for the SET amps, but they can really sing with such highly sensitive speakers!  More amps are on the way, offering 50 watts (Mid Mono) and 70 watts (Silver Seventy) a side for those speakers requiring a little more oomph to get them moving.  

Audiophiles in the Mile High City are fortunate to have the Quicksilver Audio factory not even 30 minutes from downtown Denver.  We pick up all units from the factory, which means that your amplifier never leaves a caring audiophile’s hands.  Translated:  No carrier carnage, no forklift fodder, no hand-truck mishaps and no shredded shipping boxes for these babies!
